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Why should 
students enroll in 

Learn & Earn Online?
•	It’s free. All courses are tuition-free with no 
	 academic fees of any kind.
•	Students can earn two years of transferable 
	 college credits or a two-year associate degree 

while simultaneously earning a high school 
diploma.

•	It’s convenient. Learn & Earn students take their 
RCCC courses online and never have to travel 

	 to campus. They can complete their RCCC 
coursework wherever they have computer and 
internet access.

•	Students who earn two years of college credit 
can avoid taking the SAT and ACT exams. When 
Learn & Earn students transfer to a four-year 

	 college, they will enter those institutions as 
	 “advanced freshmen” and can quickly move to 

junior or second-semester sophomore status.
•	Learn & Earn Online can improve a student’s 

chances of attending the four-year college or 
	 university of his/her choice.

•	Schedule and take the necessary RCCC 
	 placement tests.
•	Talk with your high school guidance counselor 

about which RCCC courses are best for you 
	 and your future plans.
•	Talk with RCCC staff about registering for 
	 classes, making 
	 sure you meet all 
	 of the related 
	 deadlines, so you 

can register as 
soon as possible.
